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*PRFEMAT /T (Description)

The course aims to build up students’  writing skills and logics. The writing of
essays is a craft required for a complete set of trainings ranging from
conceptualization, theorization to phrasing and copy editing. It can be highly
academic and labour intensive. The goal of this course is to equip students with the
aforesaid knowledge and skills.

Although this course is entitled "academic writing ", the core of this course goes
across a pure academic purpose as the academic writing is just a branch of all kinds of

writing so the bedrock of the academic writing is on the fundamental notion of




writing.

The course focuses on developing writing skills in general for written
communication skills before the focus on the academic writing. Thus, the first seven
weeks of the course will focus on developing writing skills and then guide students to
rewrite in their drafts; the next eight weeks of the course will focus on effective

writing and finalizing the final draft.
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
